• Teach the Gospel and growth 
application through Bible lessons, 
verses and songs 

• Inspire children with a heart for 
missions. 

Teaching: 

You will teach a 5-day club during the week 
of CYIA and at least three more in your 
local community throughout the summer. You 
will also have opportunities to serve at other 
CEF programs during the summer and school 
year, like Christmas and Easter Party Clubs, 
and other local events. Each ministry taught 
rewards automatic scholarships for the 
following year. (caps at $100) 

Growing: 

You will be challenged to walk closer with 
God and see your faith and trust in Him 
deepen. You’ll also have chances to grow in 
leadership, communication, teamwork, 
responsibility and self-confidence, and build 
new friendships that can last a lifetime!
